Students meet in Base Groups, in which each member has become the 
expert on a different branch of the government.

Four Corners, modified for 
three corners 

Teacher distributes index card to each student and reads three choices 
for students to choose.  

 The Executive Branch is the most important branch. 

 The Judicial Branch is the most important branch. 

 The Legislative Branch is the most important branch. 
Students record the statement they agree with on one side of the 
index card. On the back, they record three reasons justifying their 
decision. Students assemble in the corner of the room that aligns with 
their choice.  Students share at their corner, and then the teacher 
brings the discussion to the whole group.
